Arrival

In Case of Emergency

The beach and waterfront are open when lifeguards and camp staff are on duty, Monday - Thursday (weather
permitting).

e All participants may swim in the shallow end of the beach.

e Children 14 and older may swim to the raft on their own with a parent/grandparent present at the

waterfront.

e Those under 14 must have a parent/grandparent accompany them to the raft.

e QOpen swimming in the deep end is not allowed on family camp weekends.
Boats are available to checkout. Those under 14 must be accompanied by an adult. All boaters must properly
wear a life jacket at all times, regardless of age. We have kayaks (1 and 2 persons), canoes (up to 3 persons), &
stand up paddle boards (1 person).
